The main activities of the Working Party during the year are summarised below: 
 
 

 

• The production of guidelines on the use of prophylactic treatment in haemophilic children 

and adults. 

• The production of guidelines on the perinatal management of the neonate with 

haemophilia. 

 

These guidelines will be completed this year in a format acceptable to the BCSH. 

In addition a multicentre study is being set up which will examine the use of subcutaneous 

DDAVP in children with haemophilia A or von Willebrand’s Disease. There continues to be 

discussion on a multicentre study looking at determinants of bleeding phenotype in 

haemophilic boys. A prospective study of neonatal haemophilia will commence this year 

dependent on support from the UKHCDO database.
