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BSHT Meetings held in 2010
The joint annual scientific meeting with the Netherlands Society of Haemostasis & Thrombosis (President Professor Frits Rosendaal) was held at the Leeuwenhorst Conference Centre, Noordwijkerhout, Hollandon June 23rd -25th 2010. About 60 UK delegates attended the meeting which was felt to be very successful with a very high standard of science. The meeting resulted in a number of UK/Dutch collaborations and 3 UK presenters from Imperial College received awards for best presentations. The UK delegates also performed very well in the Haemostasis & Thrombosis quiz and Dr. Chris Gardiner achieved the highest score. The social events were of course dominated by the football world cup and England and Holland both won their respective group games resulting in a good party atmosphere.

The one day educational meeting covering 'Challenges in Haemostasis' was held at the British Library in central London on 7th October 2010.The meeting attracted over 130 delegates and was a very enjoyable and lively meeting in an excellent venue. The late reduction in registration fees to £50 appeared to contribute to the overall success of the meeting And this was noted by the committee and discussed at the AGM. We will endeavour to keep registration rates as low as possible in future to encourage higher attendances. More educational meetings are planned in the future.

The BSHT also sponsored a special International Symposium entitled 'Micro and Nanovesicles in Health and Disease' that was held at Magdalen College Oxford on the 23rd and 24th September 2010. The meeting was hosted by Dr. Paul Harrison & Professor Ian Sargent and attracted over 130 delegates and was a great success. As a result another international microvesicle meeting will be hosted by Professor Dignat-George in Marseille in 2012.

The 2011 Annual Scientific Meeting of the Society will once again be a combined meeting with the UKHCDO in Brighton from Monday 3rd to Wednesday 5th October 2011 (see below)

BSHT/UKHDCO meeting 2011 

Following the success of the two very different meetings that the BSHT held in 2010 we are again joining forces with the UKHCDO for a joint Annual Scientific meeting. It will be held at the Brighton Dome between Monday 3rd and Wednesday 5th October 2011.
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We again have a well-planned, varied programme with confirmed lectures on “New Functions of Platelets” (Andy Weyrich), “Microvesicles in Health & Disease” (Rienk Nieuwland), “Modern Management and Pitfalls of TTP” (Dr. Long Zheng), “Interactions between VWF and ADAMTS13” (Karen Vanhoorelbeke), “Revival of the Contact System” (Thomas Renne), “Current Investigation and Diagnosis of Platelet Disorders” (Cathy Hayward), “Gene Therapy in Haemophilia B” (Ted Tuddenham), “Animal Models of Thrombosis” (Bernard Nieswandt). “Monitoring and Measuring of New Anticoagulants” (Andreas Hillarp) and “Coagulopathy of massive blood loss & Fibrinogen/factor XIII in its management” (Professor Fries).

As a new venture a PhD/MD training symposium will be organised on the first day and will be convened by Trevor Baglin and Jim Crawley (further details to be announced). Although the symposium is aimed at trainees it is open to all and will mainly focus on methodology this year.

A special session for presentation of clinical vignettes has also been organised for this conference by Henry Watson. Interested authors are therefore invited to submit abstracts of up to a maximum of 500 words, describing: the key clinical features, areas of scientific interest and main points for debate, of a case or series of cases in the fields of haemostasis and thrombosis. It is anticipated that the main presenters will be medical or scientific trainees and combined presentations will be encouraged. The session will take the form of 4 presentations of about 20 minutes. Within each presentation 15 minutes will be spent on presentation with 5 minutes for questions which will be directed by two academic clinicians who will chair the session. The closing date for submissions is 27th May 2011. Those interested in presenting should submit their abstracts to Dr. Henry Watson at henrywatson@nhs.net. The highest quality four abstracts will be chosen for presentation after review and all authors contacted with the decisions.
 In trying to encourage as many delegates to attend as we can, we are keeping the registration fee as low as possible (£100-£125), with this in mind it is more important than ever that we have your support for this meeting. There will be a conference dinner on the Tuesday evening and as in previous years we will encourage all to attend this very social occasion, as such we have again heavily subsidised the event to keep the cost low by charging only £25pp. There will be a trade exhibition throughout the conference and there will be a drinks reception around the posters on the Monday evening. 
We will have a dedicated hotel booking website which will be open from Easter onwards. The main conference accommodation will be located at the Thistle Hotel. The abstract submission deadline is the 27th May 2011.The abstracts submitted should not have been published or presented at another meeting. Abstracts previously presented at the ISTH in Kyoto will be acceptable for presentation at the BSHT/UKHCDO annual meeting in Brighton pending peer review and if suitably modified/updated. Abstracts will notbe published but availablein booklet form at the conference. The secretary will email reminders for abstract submission etc and as soon as hotel registration becomes available on the website.
Summer Schools

Following the success of previous summer schools held in 2008 (Platelet Summer School and Thrombin Generation Summer School), the BSHT is very willing to support more summer schools in the future. The 4th Platelet Summer School in association with the BSHT will take place at Hillscourt Conference Centre, Birmingham (www.hillscourt.co.uk) on the 18th-20th July 2011. It will consist of 16 lectures and specialist discussion groups with leading figures in platelets and thrombosis in the UK and Europe. 

The summer school is open to graduate students and postdoctoral fellows who are actively carrying out research in the field, or who about to commence research.   It is anticipated that participants will have only between one to five years of research experience in platelets or megakaryocytes (contact Gayle Halford for more details :-g.m.halford@bham.ac.uk). The deadline for early registration is the 15th March 2011. The closing date for late registrants is the 1st May 2011 (£50 additional cost for late registrants).

Bursaries and Grants

It is a core function of BSHT to encourage research into the fields of haemostasis and thrombosis and an important way of doing this is to provide resources to enable members to attend specialist meetings or travel for specific training experience and to support applications from UK members to attend international meetings such as ISTH.

The amount of money that can be allocated to such activities does depend on income and financial commitments in any given year.  A major source of funding for such activities is the income from our investments.  This can vary quite significantly from year to year.

Furthermore, we prioritise our funding commitments for certain meetings such as the main ISTH meeting every 2 years.

Travel Grants

Travel grants are available to enable investigators to visit other laboratories, at home or abroad, to gain experience in a relevant area of research. Payments are for travel and subsistence. BSHT members may also apply for travel funds to support a foreign visitor, who wishes to come to the UK, to gain experience in a particular area of haemostasis
Individuals in tenured positions must be a member of the Society to be eligible. 
Applications will also be considered from individuals in training positions e.g. PhD students or recent post-docs, if supported by a member of the BSHT. The present maximum grant is £1500 per visit. Applications should be made by E-mail to the treasurer, Dr Sue Pavord (sue.pavord@uhl-tr.nhs.uk). They can be made at any time and should include details of the visit, a breakdown of the likely costs, as well as the applicant’s brief CV. Recipients are asked to apply well in advance of their visit and must provide a report on their return. 

Educational Sub-Committee Grants

The Society encourages educational meetings and small meetings on specialist topics to which members of the Society are invited. Applications for financial support for such meetings should be made by E-mail to the treasurer Dr Sue Pavord (sue.pavord@uhl-tr.nhs.uk) giving details of the meeting proposed. Applications will be considered by the educational sub-committee. A report must be provided after the meeting.
Congress Bursaries

The Society provides a limited amount of funding (up to £500 per application) to allow investigators to attend meetings (ISTH meetings are dealt with separately). Applicants must be an active, paid up member* of BSHT, and should not have received a BSHT Congress or ISTH Bursary in the previous 2 years. Applicants should E-mail the Treasurer, Dr Sue Pavord (sue.pavord@uhl-tr.nhs.uk), with a completed application form, downloadable from our website (www.bsht.org.uk), a brief CV, as well as a copy of the abstract submitted. It is advised to apply as early as possible, since applications will only be considered twice each year (at 31st March and 31st October). 
*Active membership is defined as having attended a BSHT meeting in the last 2 years, or registered for the forthcoming meeting.
ISTH Kyoto 2011 Congress Bursaries
At the last committee meeting it was agreed that we will provide funds for a limited number of bursaries to support those wishing to attend the ISTH Kyoto meeting in 2011. A maximum of £1500 will be made available to established members of the Society, or to non-members and trainees (who must be supported by a BSHT member) who are presenting an abstract. PhD Studentship
The BSH/British Society for Haemostasis and Thrombosis (BSHT)/Lifeblood Research Studentship was awarded to Ian Mackie & Sam Machin at University College London with a project entitled "The Relationship between the Clinical/Laboratory Phenotype and Genotype in Congenital Thrombotic Thrombocytopenic Purpura (TTP)". The aim of the project is to study mutations in ADAMTS13 and how these affect the synthesis, intracellular transport and secretion of certain mutant proteins, as well as their enzyme kinetics and interactions with VWF. The project was funded for £80,000 for 3 years. The application process involved peer review and interviews. A young scientist has been appointed to the studentship and is registered for PhD.

New BSHT President

Dr.Trevor Baglin will complete his 2 year term as president at the end of 201. Dr. Paul Harrison will be the new President for the term 2012-2013 and will stand down as secretary at the end of 2011.  The new secretary will be announced later this year.
