The Macfarlane Trust – Medical Trustee
The Macfarlane Trust will have a vacancy when the current Medical Trustee retires at the end of March 2009.  The Medical Trustee is required to be a Haemophilia Reference Centre Director. The post is a Secretary of State appointment.
A major part of the Medical Trustee duties include the provision of specialist advice about HIV and its management to the Trust board and in relation to individual case applications. The successful candidate will have excellent communicator skills,  able to analyse complex information and make impartial judgements.  

The Macfarlane Trust was set up in 1988 following a campaign by the Haemophilia Society on behalf of those people with haemophilia who had contracted HIV infection through contaminated blood products in the late 1970s and early 1980s.  The Macfarlane Trust remit is:

“ to relieve people suffering from haemophilia who as a result of receiving infected blood products in the UK are suffering from AIDS or are infected with HIV and who are in need of assistance or their needy spouses, and other dependants after the death of the person”.

Trustee complement
The Trust has a complement of twelve Trustees, of which four each are appointed by the Secretary of State, the Haemophilia Society and the Trustees themselves.    The post tenure is four years and is reappointable.  

Time commitment and location

The Macfarlane Trust Board meet in London on a quarterly basis. 
Allowances

Allowances for necessary travel and subsistence, at rates set centrally, are also payable.
